• The Cloverdale Rodeo is a 61-year old pro-rodeo tradition.  

• Each year, approximately 25 thousand fans enjoy six pro-rodeo performances.

• As a sanctioned pro-rodeo tour event, the Cloverdale Rodeo upholds and 
aggressively enforces the rules and regulations governing the proper care and 
treatment of rodeo livestock, as set out by the PRCA, as well as the rules and 
regulations (Humane Treatment of Rodeo Livestock and Prevention of Injury) of 
the CPRA.

Edward Wiebe, D.V.M. and Associates. Dr. Wiebe and his team generously 
volunteer their time and expertise, attending all rodeo performances to ensure 
that they are available onsite for any livestock attention.

Livestock: 
• Kesler Rodeo of Magrath, AB, is the roughstock contractor for the Cloverdale Rodeo. 

• Kesler Rodeo brings approximately 33 bulls and 100 bucking horses to the 
Cloverdale Rodeo. 

• The average working time for bucking animals at the Cloverdale Rodeo is 16 seconds. 

• The average annual working time for Kesler bucking animals is 10 minutes. 

• The Kesler bucking stock is some of the most valuable in North America.
